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Men can go years without thinking about their feet. I remember 

the date 6/6/66 very well. Whilst the more paranoid were an-

ticipating the end of the world, the rise of the Beast, or nuclear 

cataclysm, I was having a corn removed from a foot. I had to 

take time out of school, (ideal on a Monday  afternoon!) and strolled as slowly 

as possible away from the clinic thinking, “I’ll remember this forever just 

because of the date.” I then forgot about my feet for about 40 years ex-

cept on June 6th. Whilst older people remember “D” day I remember “C” 

day. 

Having feet on the ends of my legs saved an awful lot of mess on the car-

pet, and was the cause of recurring expense on shoes. Apart from the odd 

hiking blister, I put my feet at the back of my mind, so to speak, until on 

holiday about three years ago.  

The trouble with holidays is they’re about the only time you get to think. 

I became convinced that I either had the beginnings of some degenerative 

foot disease from which I would become a wheelchair user, or  it was the 

first signs of arthritis. The only other explanation for the crushed feeling 

was that somehow a steamroller had passed across my left foot without my 

noticing it. 

The truth, as is often the case, was more prosaic. A visit to the chiro-

podist and some inserts for my shoes changed my gait by about two degrees, 

and completely solved the problem. The pain disappeared! It was as if I had a 

new pair of feet! Like the writer of Proverbs, I learnt that feet not properly 

used could get me into trouble.  

Proverbs 6:16 speaks of seven things which are an abomination to the 

Lord.

(4) a heart that devises wicked plans. Today we learn that the Lord loathes 

“feet that are swift in running to evil.” 

It is one thing to plan evil, and another to set out deliberately to accomplish 

it quickly. Sometimes people can be so intent on doing evil that they rush to do 

it. (Perhaps, for example, we are swift in running to evil when we can’t resist 

passing on a juicy bit of gossip.) 

The lesson for us is to make haste quickly, not toward evil, but towards 

whatever will strengthen faith. One hymn-writer put it beautifully with the 

prayer, “May my feet forever be swift and beautiful for thee.” 

In Isaiah 52:7 the prophet says: “How beautiful on the mountains are the 

feet of those who brings good news.”  (Our own Footsie Index!) That is, it’s a 

beautiful thing to try and share the Gospel, so that others might know the 

peace and joy which come from Christ. 

Before His death Jesus washed the disciples’ feet (John 13 1-17) to  demon-

strate that His followers must be willing to take the lowest place. Maybe that 

is something of the humility spoken of in 2 Chronicles 7:14. 

How are your feet? Are they swift in running to evil; or are they 

“beautiful”? Are you willing to take a lowly place so that our Father may be hon-

oured in your walkaday world?
